LIVESTOCK

Sheep will be Barbado/Katahdin crosses and goats will be Boer.  Handlers will be responsible for injured or killed livestock.  Replacement cost:  Sheep & Goats: $250.00.
Ranch Course Description
 Sort
Gather 10 sheep and bring them to the alley, sort out 5 at a time and pen them. Take 5 sheep out of a pen and go through gate 1.

Pen (Trailer)

Load the sheep on to the horse trailer & close the doors. Take the 5 sheep out and close the doors, proceed through gate 2 and set sheep up at grain pan. 


Outrun/Gather/Fetch
Each level will go to their designated handlers post for a gather & fetch. Take the 5 sheep and go counter clockwise around the cone to the Bridge obstacle. All levels may go with their dogs to the Bridge obstacle.

 

Bridge

One head of livestock must cross the bridge in the direction of forward progress before the handler may move onto the next obstacle.

Hold Stock (HRD III only)

Handler stays at the end of the bridge, dog moves livestock to cone B (approximately 30 ft. from end of bridge) and executes a hold.

Fetch/Drive to Panels

HRDIII

The handler will stay at the end of the bridge and drive the 5 sheep through the panel obstacle and then drive them towards gate 3. Once all the sheep have passed the farthest panel the handler may move and continue their drive towards gate 3. 

 

HRD II

The handler may move along a straight line from the end of the bridge to across the arena. Once the all the sheep have gone through the panel obstacle the handler may move with their dog, continuing their drive to gate 3.  

 

HRDI
Handler may go with their dog to all the obstacles on the course, the handler cannot go through the panels only the dog can. Once the sheep are through the panels they will continue on to gate 3. 

Hold off Gate

Execute a hold off to the right of gate 3.

 

Sorting/Repen
Take all 5 sheep through Gate 3 and re pen, put a flag on the pen for your sheep. Then take out 2 sets of 5 for a total of 10 sheep and put out in the small arena. Once that is done your run is over. 

** The run is not over until all gates are back in the same state they were in at the start of the run.
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
